Haiti Earthquake Relief Update  
 The situation in Sassier and the surrounding area continues to evolve.  The pace of migration has 
slowed, but people still continue to arrive. The medical clinics have continued to see patients with wounds 
and other maladies, but few acute injuries now. School resumed on February 8, with 50 new children reg-
istered so fare.  Some parents are worried about sending their children into any large concrete structure, 
but we believe we will see quite a few more new students in the next week or so. Fr Mars has told parents 
that they will not be required to pay tuition or other costs for the rest of the year.  He and the Parish leader-
ship want the newcomers’ children in school, not on the margins of the community.   

 On Thursday, February 4, a large truck from Catholic Relief 
Services brought a large shipment of food for distribution to the new-
comers and others in need.  The first distribution took place on 
Friday.    

 An all-volunteer medical team of 7 doctors and one nurse arrived in Jeremei, the pro-
vincial capital near Sassier on Sunday, February 7th to provide much needed medical treat-
ment to the earthquake victims who are now in Sassier and Jeremie, the provincial capital,  
The team has been working at St Antoine Hospital in Jeremie on Monday and Tuesday.  On 
Tuesday, the doctors performed four surgeries, delivered two babies, and treated innumerable 
fractures, wounds and other injuries.  Two of the team have focused on the pediatrics ward, 
there are a number of sick children who seem to be have been abandoned by relatives up-
dates on our website. We plan to send part of the team to Sassier later in the week. All the 
medicines and supplies for the trip have been donated by US or international organizations.

     Lenten Regulations 
     Abstinence from meat is to be observed by 
all Catholics 14 years old and older on Ash 
Wednesday and on all the Fridays of Lent. 
Fasting is to be observed on Ash Wednesday by 
all Catholics who are 18 years of age but not 
yet 59. Those who are bound by this may take 
only  one  full  meal.  Two  smaller  meals  are  
permitted  if  necessary  to  maintain strength  
according to one’s needs, but eating solid 
foods between meals is not permitted. 
     The special Paschal fast and abstinence are 
prescribed for Good Friday and encouraged 
for Holy Saturday. By the three-fold discipline 
of fasting, almsgiving and prayer, the Church 
keeps Lent from Ash Wednesday until the eve-
ning of Holy Thursday. All of the faithful 
should undertake serious practice of these 
three traditions.  Failure  to  observe  any  
penitential days at all or a substantial number 
of such days must be considered serious.
