This Lent has been exceptionally difficult for many of us at Sacred Heart parish. Since Ash Wednesday we 

have buried seven people, most from our parish. For many of us this has been very painful, especially the 

funerals for Chloe Sawma (our 4th grader) and for Barb Ritchie a 46 year old mother of two (a 12 year old 

and a 9 year old). 

                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                              

But on the other hand, perhaps these deaths could help us to understand the actual meaning of Easter. In 

reality there could be no Easter Sunday unless Jesus himself died. As our celebration of  Easter begins we 

move from the womenôs discovery of the empty tomb and to the unexpected appearance of Jesus to the 

Apostles who were locked in the upper room for fear of the same people who had Jesus executed. Perhaps 

these events also have parallels in our lives. 
 

One of the men we buried three weeks ago, Jack Neylan, told his family before he died that he had seen 

his long deceased brother looking into the window of his hospital room. Chloe Sawma, a nine year old, 

often took time to speak with Jesus out loud. Her dad, Jim, once asked her who she was talking to ïñJesusò 

she answered matter-of-factly! A priest friend of mine who died a few years ago (on the golf course ï a 

great place to go!) asked his cart partner just before he fell over if he saw ñthat angel by the tree over 

thereò. 
 

What is death? What does it mean for you and me? What can we expect when we arrive at that point in our 

lives? 
 

Or another way to approach this is with the reality question: what is really real in life and death? 
 

Although all of human reality seems to occupy space and/or is measureable, that does not mean that there 

is not another reality which does not occupy space and measurements in the same way. 
 

Recently an archeologist friend of mine quoted a scientist (I canôt remember the name) who believed that 

time is not real. Time is just a measurement of space and velocity but, as Einstein proved, both of those are 

relative. There could, in reality, be a ñsomewhereò where there is no time. In fact the space-time 

continuum only goes so far and only explains part of our Universe. There could really be much, much 

more to reality. And my Professor nephew (a mathematical-logician) has shared with me his fascination 

with various Chaos theories. Perhaps Chaos is the reality beyond what mathematicians and physicists 

know and can measure today. Perhaps there is a systemic order in what we know as Chaos, but our limited 

purview and tools keeps us from knowing it. 
 

All of which brings me back to our recent deaths. In light of Jesusô Resurrection from the dead, we 

Christians believe that death is not an end but a beginning. Death is a transition to a fuller and more 

complete life. Perhaps as we approach death our loved ones, our angels and Jesus himself come from this 

other dimension of life to greet us and welcome us home! 
 

Death is one of the few really real realities of life. Some have urged us to face it with courage. On Easter 

Sunday we are led to see death through the eyes of the women friends of Jesus and his fearful disciples. 

Today we will learn to face death with hope and the promise of Godôs presence in our lives. Today we can 

put the deaths of all of our loved ones, as well as our own deaths, into a different perspective. In reality we 

live in Godôs world, in Godôs life and Godôs love.
