F i n a n c e  C o u n c i l  U p d a t e 
 
     Given that our fiscal year will end on June 30, the 
finance council would like to provide an update on par-
ish financial matters. As you may note from the weekly 
treasure report, we were fortunate to have exceeded our 
goal for the Easter collection. Thanks to all who made 
this happen during these difficult financial times.     
     Our budgeted Sunday collections still are running 
below our budget for the year. To offset this reduction 
in revenue, all three of the parish budgets (church, 
school and religious education) have reduced expenses 
for the current fiscal year. Also, we plan an increase in 
the use of the Sacred Heart school endowment fund, a 
fund which was created to preserve the long term finan-
cial health of the school. While our year is not over yet 
and we appreciate your continued support, these adjust-
ments should allow the overall parish to achieve our 
break - even target for this fiscal year. 
     A few other items are worth noting. The finance 
council has several members with expiring terms (thank 
you to those who have served!) and we continue to look 
for new members. We have completed our initial 
budget for next year and it will continue with a minimal 
level of optional expenditure given the uncertainty that  
remains. We will further study the longer term mainte-
nance and capability needs of our parish assets and 
campus  before  we  take  action on the completed 
building maintenance study.  
    Finally the committee wishes to express our thanks 
to Mike McNulty for his service and dedication to all 
matters financial these many years.

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Congratulations to Susan Sullivan, our technology coordinator, who has been named Teacher of 
the Year by the Winnetka Chamber of Commerce.  Sacred Heart was the first school in Winnetka 
to give each of its 6th, 7th and 8th graders a laptop computer in the spring of 2006.  Since then 
Sacred Heart has seen its students’ writing skills sky rocket, their ability to be more discriminating research-
ers has improved, as well as their creativity expressed through various multi-media presentations. She has put 
Sacred Heart on the map.  Apple Inc. has funneled other educators to our school from catholic schools in Mil-
waukee, St. Paul, Cincinnati, Chicago and beyond to see what Sacred Heart has and how it has integrated 
technology into its curriculum.  
   
Congratulations also go out to Sr. Kathleen Donnelly, Principal of SHS, who was invited to serve as a panel-
ist in the Apple Educational Leadership Summit in Dallas, Texas.  This 3-day conference was comprised of 
75 superintendents from across the country who discussed new trends and innovations in technology and edu-
cation.  This was a great honor, because Sr. Kathleen was the only Principal to be invited and the only one 
from a small private school as well.  She discussed how small schools can utilize the Apple technology and 
therefore be on the same level as the larger, and public schools who have more money and resources at their 
disposal.   
 
This year’s twenty-four 8th graders have attained the following achievements: 14 students tested out of 
Freshman Algebra;  9 students tested out of Freshman Spanish;  12 students will be taking at least one Hon-
ors class; 10 of those students will be in 2 or more honor classes. Congratulations to all of them!
