                                God’s Word Today June 2008 



 

 

 
     Last week (June 16 to 19) Fr. Kiguta and I were in St. Charles, Illinois attending the 2008 Chicago 
Priests Convocation.  This week, several people have asked me how it was so I thought I could share some 
of my thoughts and challenges on it in my bulletin article this week.  
 
     My first observation is that the presbyterate of Chicago has changed dramatically.  I had been the Convo-
cation Chair in 1996 so I guess I was using that as my frame of reference. At that time most of the priests in 
Chicago were White Anglos. Probably 99% of us were not only born in the Chicago area but also most had 
attended the same schools (Quigley, Niles or Loyola and Mundelein Seminaries).  Now fast forward twelve 
years. The color of our presbyterate has changed as well as the countries of birth: today 40% of Chicago 
priests were born outside of the United States. Not only are we a shrinking majority of White Anglos, but a 
good number of us do not speak English as our first language. Perhaps 8 to 10 % of Chicago priests were 
ordained in other cities (many from other countries such as Poland, India, Mexico and other South Ameri-
can countries).  The percentage of Chicago priests ordained since 1996 who attended Quigley seminary, is 
close to 0%; so now our backgrounds are widely divergent. Some recently ordained priests were once busi-
nessmen or lawyers, others were engineers or teachers. They graduated from such schools as IIT and Illi-
nois, Michigan and Ohio State. However, it is very interesting to note here that the presbyterate of Chicago 
priests roughly parallels the same ethnic outline as the entire Chicago land area.  
 
     Twelve years ago attending the Convocation felt like going to your fraternity reunion. Today our Convo-
cation felt more like attending a meeting of Religious Professionals who are seeking to work together better 
and with closer collaboration, despite our divergent backgrounds. This theme was picked up by one of our 
speakers, Fr. Ron Knott from the Archdiocese of Louisville, who spoke to us about “intentional presbyter-
ates”.  In the not too distant past priests would just assume they were on the same “team”, after all we 
shared such similar backgrounds (this assumption was often not accurate). However today we must work at 
building a united presbyterate less we face the danger of beginning different Churches. (In the Catholic 
Church each pastor is assigned to a parish, not a Church. The Church is the Archdiocese of Chicago, made 
up from many very divergent parishes).  Thus it is the role of the Archbishop (and his Vicar Bishops) to knit 
the priests together. The way the bishops do this is to continue to speak and call priests into a shared vision 
of how we can respond to issues as the Body of Christ.  On the part of the priests the challenge is that of 
obedience – not just “do what I say” but – look at the root of the word – to listen to the challenge and to 
each other.  
 
     Fr. Knott presented seven practices that can be used to build an intentional presbyterate. They are 
(briefly) : 1-think we, not me (don’t live in competition) 2- divest self of scapegoating 3- take best of old 
and best of new and  bring them together, not as a compromise but a marriage 4 - cleanup our own acts 
( bad habits) 5- control our own tongue and affirm each other 6-  we are responsible for own happiness  7- 
give ourselves the freedom to change our own minds.  
 

     Now, a week after the Convocation as I think about the challenges we priests were given, I wonder if 
some of this does not also apply to Chicago’s parishes. After all there has always been a subtle competition 
between neighboring parishes: between, for example, Sacred Heart and Sts. Faith, Hope & Charity and St. 
Joseph and St. Francis Xavier (all in New Trier Township.) Perhaps as parishes we need to think more “we” 
and rejoice more in each other’s successes. (Congratulations to Fr. Marty O’Donovan the new pastor of Sts. 
Faith, Hope & Charity!) Perhaps we need to think more about how we can support the whole Church of 
Chicago – yes, even beyond St. Columbanus. Perhaps we can start to learn to obey by trying to learn how to 
listen to each other!
