














Haiti Earthquake Relief Update

In the two months zince the January 12 earthquake struck Haiti, the generosity of so
many people towards our gisters and brothers in Haiti has been astounding. Mowhere has that
been more evident than in the response to the Earthquake Relief Effort at Sacred Hearl. The
enormous outpouring of prayer and donations was both amazing and very humbling. Through
March &, more than $140,000 has been donated to Sacred Heart for the Earthguake Relief
Fund. We have sought to be good Stewards of the funds, guided by the Ad Hoc Committes on
Haiti Earthquake Relief established by Fr. Bob Heidenreich, Sacred Heart's Pastor.
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Many of those fleeing the earthquake’s Migrants from the quake zone amived in Sassier by
destruction were chidren. foot and by truck. They were grateful for the rnde.

The funds provided from Sacred Heart parish have allowed
us to provide funding for the following:

+ Provision of immediate funding fo our twin parish, 3t. Jean Baptiste fo provide wel-
come, food, ghelter and medical attention to more than 2,000 people who fled the
earthquake zone, with only what they could camy.

« An immediate contribution of $25,000 to Catholic Relief Services to support their emer-
gency relief effort in Port au Prince.

« An additional $25,000 contribution to Catholic Relief Services to provide food for the
100,000 people who have fled into the Grand Anse province, in which our twin parish in
Sassier is located.

+ [Funds provided to 5t Jean Baptiste to provide two wesks of food supplies for 510
families (2500 people) who have seitled in the Parish and have no food.

+ Support for an all volunteer group of doctors who worked for a week in the general hos-
pital in the capital of the Grand Anse province, Jeremie. Gerry Keenan from Sacred
Heart organized the medical frip and traveled with the group fo Jeremie.

+« [Books, school, supplies and free school tuition to allow more than 125 student to con-
tinue their education.

The sign in Sassier that greeted those fleeing the earthquake’s destruction reads:
Welcome home our brothers and sisfers. We are happy that you have arrived here safely.




Although Sassier and the province in which it is located were not physically
damaged by the earthguake, they have been significantly affected by the migration of
100,000 people from the earthquake zone, increasing the area's population by 30%.
Those who arrived have very few resources, are traumatized and depend on others for
their food and housing. The generosity of the people of Sassier has been remarkable
everyone who has arrived has found shelter in a parishioner's home. However, the parish-
ioners have little themselves and cannot meet the needs of all the Newcomers.

Recognizing these needs, the Ad Hoc Committee decided to allocate funds to
relief operation in both the quake zone and in the Grand Anse province. The committee
also established a “hierarchy of needs” as a means to guide the priontization of funding:
1) foed ; 2) medical care; 3) education; and 4) shelter.

Supported by Sacred Heart, a volunteer medical team worked for six days in the 5t Antoine
Hospital in Jeremie, serving the needs of an earthquake victim who had fled Port-au-Prince .
Malnourished children and damaged limbs were the most common problems.

During the week of March 21, a team of 10 medical professionals from Michigan
will be working in Sassier to provide medical care to the Newcomers and others in need.
The trip is organized by Zanmi Sasye - Partners with Sassier and supported by Sacred
Heart. The team members are coming from Holy Spirit Parish in Grand Rapids and other
parishes in that area. Watch for updates on that medical trip in the Tower later in March .
