ELEMENTARY SCHOOL NEWS

There will be a SHAC meeting on Tuesday, April 7" at
7:30 pm.

The PTO meets on Wednesday, April 8" at 9:15 am.

On Thursday, April 9", the students will participate in
Washing of the Feet service at 9:15 am and then the
Living Stations of the Cross at 11:15 am. Spring Break
will then begin at noon and classes will resume on
Monday, April 20". Have a safe, and blessed holiday
and break.

The 4™ season of the Track Team will begin, with 3"
through 8" graders being able to participate. There will
be 3 practices a week, with 4-6 local area track meets
throughout the season, which runs through May. The
athletes will learn the basics of running and racing
various distances from 50 meters to the mile, as well as
handling the baton for relay races. We had more than 30
children participate last year, and hope for more this
year, so come and join our Track Team. For more
information, please contact Bill Hague.

The pre-kindergarten classes walked to the Hubbard
Woods Post Office for a field trip. They have been
learning about how the post office moves mail. Each
student sent a letter to someone and are waiting for them
to send us a letter back. They will then mark that place
with a sticker on the map in our classroom and see
whose letter traveled the farthest.

The first graders will attend a field trip to the Kohl's
Children’s Museum. The focus will be on personal
hygiene, the five senses of sight, smell, touch, taste and
hearing, and there will be time for free play/exploration of
the museum.

Kindergartners will be going on a field trip to the Botanic
Garden. They will be participating in a program called
Science Sleuths. The students will learn about plant and
animal adaptations, plant parts and life cycles, the
aquatic ecosystem and the prairie ecosystem.
