Sunday’s Noon Mass

For the past year and a half, the parish staff, along with the Parish Pastoral Council, which is composed of parish-
ioners, have been grappling with the Sunday Mass schedule. How can we best serve parishioners with the re-
sources we have?

One suggestion that kept coming up was to offer a late Sunday afternoon Mass, which began about a year ago.
Much to our surprise, attendance at this Mass has been consistent and strong. While doing this we had our eye on
the 7:30 Sunday morning Mass, thinking its attendance would become inconsistent and would continue to be
poorly attended. However, this past year attendance at the 7:30 Mass actually increased!

The difficult part is that the Sunday noon Mass has become the least consistent with attendance, especially when
Chicago sports teams play here or on TV on Sunday afternoon. Attendance is also affected by a large number of
parishioners who seek a warmer climate during the winter months.

So it is with great regret/sadness that we have concluded that we need to drop this Mass beginning this coming
fall. However, our concern for those of you who are the faithful attendees --- is how can we keep you part of the
Sacred Heart community? We don’t want to lose you.

In the fall, when our regular weekend schedule resumes, we will offer 5 weekend Masses and we hope that those
who attended the 12 noon Mass can find one that will be a good fit for your schedule. There will be the 5:00 pm on
Saturday, the 7:30, 9:00 and 10:30 Sunday mornings and 4:30 Sunday afternoon. During the summer we tradition-
ally adjust our Sunday Mass schedule to 8:00, 9:30, 11:00 & 4:30, so in effect dropping the 12 noon Mass.

We hope you understand our predicament and the decision the Parish staff and the Pastoral Council have made. If
you have any further ideas or suggestions please let us know.

The above letter was distributed to the people attending the 12 noon Mass on April 30th. We share it now with you
for your information.

Re: Archdiocese of Chicago Contributes $3,487,867.90 to CRS for Haiti Relief

Thanks to your generosity, the Archdiocese of Chicago donated $3,487,867.90 for relief efforts in Haiti since the January 12th earthquake.
This extraordinary generosity over the past six months in response to the ongoing humanitarian crisis in Haiti is due to the dedication and com-
mitment of parishioners and pastors throughout the Archdiocese. More than 288 parishes and their pastors responded to Cardinal George’s
request for a second collection for the people of Haiti.

The Archdiocese of Chicago’s donation for the people of Haiti accounts for nearly twelve percent of the total $30 million collected by Catholic
Relief Services (CRS), the official international humanitarian agency of the U.S. Catholic community. Between mid- January and June, CRS
has provided food to some 900,000 people, and is continuing to supply food regularly to approximately 100,000 children in over 270 schools
and orphanages and childcare centers. CRS is providing emergency shelter and materials to more than 114,000 people, and water sanitation
services benefiting tens of thousands.

As we look back at Haiti six months ago, we recall images of suffering and the utter collapse of the familiar landscape. Today, as we look
ahead, knowing that strides have been made, we recognize the challenges facing the Haitian people are immense and emotional.

CRS is committed to supporting the ongoing development of leaders in Haiti so that what is rebuilt is sustainable in the long-term.

In order to maximize our reach, and guided by our global practice of partnership, CRS is implementing relief and recovery efforts through close
partnership with the Haitian Catholic Church. In addition to working through our more traditional relationships with Caritas Haiti and with the
local Bishops and dioceses, CRS is also supporting dozens of smaller Catholic institutions across the country.

CRS, with 164 Catholic partners in Haiti, is well positioned to fill in the gaps’ with all types of interventions, ranging from the supply of food and
materials to a single school to larger, more complex rebuilding projects such as our plans for St. Francois de Sales Hospital in the Archdiocese
of Port-au-Prince.

Right now the new transitional shelters, much more resistant to the elements than temporary shelters such as tarp and tents, are under con-
struction in an industrial yard where they are pre-fabricated and transported in sections to designated locations. Twelve skilled carpenters and
other tradesmen and women, in addition to 20 Cash-For-Work beneficiaries, are employed full time at the shelter pre-fabrication yard. CRS
and partners plan to erect 8,000 of these shelters. Recently, CRS expedited the delivery of shelters to several religious orders running schools
and orphanages.

After the earthquake hit, many damaged orphanages, schools and community centers run by religious orders in Haiti were able to stay on their
premised by moving outdoors. Together the sisters and staff focused on getting ‘normal’ activities back on track as soon as possible. Kitch-
ens, classrooms, playgrounds and dorms were defined by rope and tarps; but as the rainy season began, more substantial materials, espe-
cially housing, were needed.

Sisters of La Congregation St. Therese de I'Enfant Jesus Riviere Froide, and the Sisters and staff at Sacre Coeur parish were among the first
to receive temporary shelters. Ten shelters went to each location. CRS is working with the Conference of Haitian Religious to identify and

respond to other needs. . o , , ) . .
