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IRA Charitable Giving  
     For many of us, our IRA is one of our largest 
assets and a great potential resource for giving to 
our parish and other charities. From a tax stand-
point, charitable giving from our IRA accounts 
during life had never been an ideal way to donate, 
however; that has changed. The current law 
makes it possible, if you are age 70 1/2 or older, to 
transfer up to $100,000 a year from your IRA to 
qualified charities without incurring income tax 
on the withdrawal. The provision, originally  ef-
fective for 2006 - 2007 has been extended through 
2008 - 2009.  
      
     Throughout the year your generosity helps 
keep your parish solvent while at the same time, 
helps to provide a place of worship, education and 
community.

Guidelines for Gifting Securities 
     For  the  convenience  of  those  who  wish  to  
donate securities to Sacred Heart, the Church main-
tains an account relationship with Smith Barney Citi-
Group (#576-OH606-18-521DTC0418). 
If you wish to make a tax-deductible contribution of 
securities, it is necessary that your securities be trans-
ferred to that account to complete the gift.   
     Do not sell the securities while they’re still regis-
tered in your name, if you would incur the capital 
gains taxes.  
     In order to receive due credit and confirmation for 
the tax-deductible contribution, it is important to no-
tify either the Business Manager at Sacred Heart 
(847.446.0856) or Christopher O’Donnell at Smith 
Barney at (312.648.3543) of your intentions prior to 
issuing instructions to your broker.
