All the children receive a hot meal every school day.

The doors of the schools at St Jean 
Baptiste, our twin Parish in Sassier, 
Haiti opened to more than 650 stu-
dents from pre-school through 9th 
grade this September.  The begin-
ning of the new school year was ex-
citing, as the students enjoyed the 
newly painted 1st floor. The school, 
dedicated in June, 2004, has children 
everywhere, or so it seems. Just five 
years ago, 200 children attended 
school in the church and under the 
trees outside.  Now, there are 19 
classrooms, a library and a separate 
cafeteria and kitchen.   
Last year was a very successful year at 

St Jean Baptiste schools.  The Primary school educated 492 chil-
dren, from preschool to 6th grade.  In June, 33 6th graders took 
the National Primary School Exam.  In August, the results showed 
that  30 passed.  Over the past three years, the passing rate is 
96%! Our Secondary School, College Pierre Toussaint, completed 
its 2nd year of operation, with 93 7th and 8th graders in atten-
dance.   

In July, 16 Teens from Sacred 
Heart and 20 Teens from St Jean 
Baptiste worked together to paint 
the first floor of the School .   It 
was a great success and lots of 
fun!
