Jesus’ message of love for one another has been a dominant theme in the past 
several weeks. Last Sunday, we heard him inform the disciples during the Last 
Supper that he would only be with them a little while longer. In today’s Gospel 
reading, Jesus speaks words of comfort to the disciples in preparation for his depar-
ture. 
  
          Do not let your hearts be troubled or afraid. You heard me tell you, ‘I am 
          going away and I will come back to you.’ 
 
Saying goodbye is never easy. Sometimes it can involve shedding tears. When 
our loved ones live far away, the separation anxiety can cause natural fear. This 
was a recent experience for me during my visit with my family in Sonoma, California. 
Upon my arrival, I had a message from my sister that my mother had fallen and 
fractured her hip. She was scheduled for surgery the next morning. Naturally, this 
type of surgery is delicate for anyone, and even more so for a 91 year old. The 
week was difficult for her, and it was stressful for my sisters and me to see her in 
such a weakened state. At the end of the week, I had to face the reality that it 
was time to say goodbye, not knowing when I will have the chance to see her 
again. The words that Jesus speaks in today’s Gospel have particular meaning 
for me as we celebrate Mother’s Day. They challenge us to trust that God will 
always be with us, and that we can always look forward to our reunion with those 
who we love, as well as those who have gone before us, just as God has prom-
ised.  
 
This weekend we honor all of the mothers and grandmothers who have freely 
given their unconditional love and support to their families. We remember in our 
prayers the women that have not had the opportunity to become a parent, due to 
any physical condition.  
 
And finally, we congratulate the second grade students in the Religious Educa-
tion and School who have received their First Holy Communion this weekend! 
We pray that these young members of our parish family will find fullness in their 
understanding of the Mass as they are fed at the table of the Lord.
