Confirmation interviews are underway with each of the 
candidates having a 15 minute interview with a parish 
staff member.  Their letters to Bishop Rassas, our con-
firming bishop, are also due this week.  Please do keep 
these students and their families and catechists in prayer 
during these weeks of preparation for the April 30 cele-
bration of Confirmation. 
 
Our First Communion candidates will be here for retreat  
Saturday from 9:00-12:00 followed by brunch with their 
parents.  About 25 2nd grade parents have been prepared 
to facilitate this retreat on the nine themes of Eucharist.  
We pray for these students/families/catechists at this  
Special time. 
 
Sixth grade classes are preparing for their Seder meal 
which they will celebrate as they go once again to Am 
Shalom in Glencoe for their field trip on March 18. 
 
Reconciliation services continue with 4th, 7th, and 3rd 
grade classes celebrating these next weeks.  Parents are 
also invited to attend and celebrate the sacrament. 
 
Our 8th graders will be viewing the movie Romero as an 
example of conversion of heart, which, hopefully, they are 
experiencing and will continue to experience after Confir-
mation.   The anniversary of Archbishop Oscar Romero’s 
death anniversary is in March.  He was assassinated in 
1980.  I highly recommend this movie to older students 
and adults, especially during Lent.

Mass.  Our 5th graders are raising 
money as a Lenten project for the  
Sacred Heart Secondary School in
