











A SAD GOODBYE TO NEW FRIENDS

The Sacred Heart Teens spent about a week working, praying and
chilling with the Teens of St. Jean Baptiste, our twin parish in
Sassier, Haiti. The Teens jointly formed four groups, which they named:
Men-nan-Men (Hand in Hand), Pou Tout Ton (Forever), Unite (Unity) and
Tet Ansanm (Hands Together).

Our major work effort was cleaning, scraping and painting a
portion of the parish school, which had never been painted. Classrooms
which have no lights, and had grey concrete walls, were given two coats
of white paint. The exterior was enlivened by bright Caribbean colors
of turquoise and french cream. After Mass on Sunday, the Sassier commu-
nity was invited to visgit the newly-painted school. Laudatory comments
abounded, along with amazement at the transformation that had occurred
in just one week!

However, the trip wasn't all work. We celebrated Mass together
four times during the week; had a day’s hike to the Voldrogue River,
complete with soccer and Frisbee matches. We enjoyed a trip to the
beach at Anse d'Azure on Saturday afternoon; and attended a dance with
the SJB Teens on Sunday afternoon. Parting was very difficult, as the
Teens had bonded and new friendships were made over the week. Both
groups of Teens expressed hope that future trips would be possible,
perhaps even next year. The trip showed that the Spirit is alive and
flourishing in our Teens and the Teens of St. Jean Baptiste. Watch for
more reports and pics of the Teen Trip over the coming weeks.

The men of Sacred Heart will be making their annual retreat at the Bellarmine Jesuit 7
Retreat House on the weekend of October 31 - November 2, 2008.

Our retreat director will be Fr. John O’Callaghan, S. J.

Fr. O’Callaghan was ordained in 1962. For twelve years, he was General
Assistant to the Jesuit Superior General in Rome. He has been President of
the Jesuit School of Theology in Chicago. Currently, Fr. O’Callaghan is
Chaplain and Professor of Ethics at Loyola Univ. Stritch School of
Medicine in Maywood. In addition, Fr. O’Callaghan has been involved in

various forms of spiritual direction and retreats throughout the years.

You have time to sit or to walk
and think and meditate. That is why there is time in the
retreat schedule for private reflection and personal prayer.
1t is a time to get a better perspective on the deeper mean-
ing of life and to come into closer contact with God.

Bellarmine has 72 individual
retreatant rooms. Accommo-
dations are much like you
would find at a motel. Towels,
soap, blankets, sheets and pil-
lows are provided. Bring the
amount of clothing for a cou-
ple of nights stay. Dress comfortably.

A weekend retreat at Bel-
larmine begins on Friday eve-
ning with dinner at 7:00 pm.
This allows those coming di-
rectly from work to be on time.
The retreat ends Sunday -1 pm.

During the course of the retreat the retreat director gives
eight conferences that last thirty to forty minutes. These
are based on the Spiritual Exercise of St. Ignatius Loyola,
the founder of the Jesuits. The conferences are not dry
academic lectures. Rather, they are reflections on life's
fundamental directions seen in the light of the Gospels and|
@@ our Christian faith.

There is ample personal time during your retreat for
private prayer and reflection on the conferences. Fre-
quently the retreat director will pass out materials for

your reflection. There is an abundance of reading materi-

als available in the Bellarmine Library, as well as a
number of audio tapes available in the resource center.

First time retreatants frequently ask about talking and silence. Bellarmine
has a tradition, common to all Jesuit retreat houses, of maintaining silence
during the retreat. This is not a disciplinary measure or a "penance."
Rather, it has been found by experience that the silence is very helpful in
maintaining a prayerful atmosphere.
