    The parish of St Jean Baptiste, our twin parish in Haiti, 
serves 10,000 people over about 30 square miles in a rural 
area in southwestern Haiti. Sassier has no paved roads, 
water, sewers, electricity, transportation or other public ser-
vices. Haiti is the poorest country in the Western Hemi-
sphere. One in six children die before age 5 and 1 in 14 
mothers die in childbirth. 
    In rural areas, only 50% of children ever go to school.  
Many rural schools have no books, poorly prepared teach-
ers and  extend only to 3rd or 4th grade.  Students are of-
ten hungry. The result is a dismal education & young peo-
ple who are barely literate,.  
    In 2003, the parish school had 220 students through 4th 
grade who met in the Church, under the trees, and in a 
thatched roof building across the road. Teachers were dedi-
cated, but had few supplies, just chalk and makeshift black-
boards.  
     Thanks to the generosity of some Sacred Heart  
parishioners, a new school building of 8 classrooms was 
built and dedicated in June 2004.
