     Monday morning came early for the boys, when the dump truck (yes, you read that right) bringing our 
bags and supplies from Port au Prince arrived at 5:00 a.m. and needed to be offloaded.    Monday morning 
was devoted to unpacking and organizing.   On Monday afternoon, the Sacred Heart Teens met their St. Jean 
Baptiste counterparts and formed the teams that will work together all week.  Each team has 4 SH Teens, 5 
SJB Teens and a parent each from SH and SJB.    After a getting to-know-you session, each team chose a 
name and a team ‘yell’.  Teams are: Hands Together, Unity, Forever, and Hand-in-Hand.   After lunch 
together (more goat) the Teens hung out together before a Mass said by Fr. Bob closed our first day together. 
     Tuesday was a work day, as we worked to wash, scrape and otherwise prepare the St. Jean Baptiste 
School rooms for their first coats of paint.  It was great to see the Teens working side-by-side, particularly 
the dancing and chanting scraping team.   After 6 hours of hard 
work together, lunch of conch (in a tomato and bean sauce), rice, 
plantains, and a vegetable casserole was greatly welcomed by all.  
After an hour of Frisbee, rest or just chilling out, we celebrated 
Mass together, with both Fr. Edner and Fr. Bob as concelebrants. 
          Since the washed surfaces at the school needed an extra day 
to dry, Wednesday brought a free day, with all the Teens hiking 
down to Voldrogue River for a half-day of fun and some sport 
challenges - soccer and Frisbee in particular.  The walk back up 
the hills (about a 500 feet elevation change in 2 miles) was invigo-
rating.   After lunch, a community-wide Mass celebrated by Fr. 
Edner and Fr. Bob is planned, as Fr. Bob needs to return to Sacred Heart for this weekend.  Unfortunately, 
he can’t stay with us for the rest of the trip. 
     We are planning to spend Thursday and Friday painting the school, with any final touches on Saturday 
morning.   Weather permitting, we’ll head to the beach at Anse d’Azure on Saturday for some salt water fun.  
After Mass on Sunday, the Teens will have a private party and dance at the local nightclub, provided by 
Papa Pierre, a local DJ. Monday, August 4, the trip will come to an all-too-soon end as we head back to  
Sacred Heart, carrying a little bit of Sassier back with us.  “Ba bay” (goodbye)  from Sassier!

A weekend retreat at Bel-
larmine begins on Friday eve-
ning with dinner at 7:00 pm.

rectly from work to be on time.  
The retreat ends Sunday -1 pm. 

 

There is ample personal time during your retreat for 
private prayer and reflection on the conferences. Fre-
quently the retreat director will pass out materials for 

your reflection. There is an abundance of reading materi-
als available in the Bellarmine  Library, as well as a 

number of audio tapes available in the resource center. 

The main reason is, you are away from everything! You’re 
away from the daily hassle. You have time to sit or to walk 

and think and meditate. That is why there is time in the 
retreat schedule for private reflection and personal prayer. 
It is a time to get a better perspective on the deeper mean-

ing of life and to come into closer contact with God. 

Bellarmine has 72 individual 
retreatant rooms. Accommo-
dations are much like you 
would find at a motel. Towels, 
soap, blankets, sheets and pil-
lows are provided. Bring the 
amount of clothing  for a cou-
ple of nights stay. Dress comfortably. 

First time retreatants frequently ask about talking and silence. Bellarmine 
has a tradition, common to all Jesuit retreat houses, of maintaining silence 

during the retreat. This is not a disciplinary measure or a "penance." 
Rather, it has been found by experience that the silence is very helpful in 

maintaining a prayerful atmosphere.
