Frequently
the retreat director will pass out materi-|
als for your reflection.

First time retreatants frequently ask about talking and silence. Bellarmine has a tra-
dition, common to all Jesuit retreat houses, of maintaining silence during the retreat.
This is not a disciplinary measure or a "penance." Rather, it has been found by ex-
perience that the silence is very helpful in maintaining a prayerful atmosphere.
