The question to Peter (and to us) goes to the heart of our faith - who do we say Je-
sus is? Peter, in a moment of spiritual insight, gets it right: the Messiah, the Son of
the Living God. But when we pray to Jesus, really talk to him; is that how we think
of him? It’s hard to have an intimate relationship with someone who’s called “The
Messiah”.

This is the Jesus who had compassion for the crowds; who took pity on the sick
and healed them; who said, “Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and
I will give you rest.” This is the Jesus who sat down at table with people like us and
had a meal and a cup of wine with them.”

Thinking of him as the Messiah, rabbi, teacher, master, or Son of the Living God
doesn’t help in getting a relationship going. Rephrasing Jesus’ question and asking,
“Who is Jesus 0o me”? Or “What does Jesus mean to me in my daily life”? gives us
some helpful answers.

Several people described their personal relationships with Jesus in these words -
he’s my best friend. . . he’s my brother - he was at my side in my hospital room as I
waited for heart by-pass surgery. . . he sustained me in dire circumstances as a
young man and 60 years later he’s still with me. .. he gives meaning to my
existence ... he’s my constant companion - I talk to him all day. . .at times he’s
close, at times farther away, but he’s always there for me. .. he’s a sounding board
for what I should do next in my life. People have different perceptions of Jesus from
forming close, life-long relationships with him.

Jesus told us at the Last Supper -“I will not leave you orphans, I will come to
you.” He is always with us whether or not we are thinking of him. Of course, think-
ing may lead to talking - telling him about ordinary things and problems, asking his
help and listening, too.

When that happens a conversation has begun. Then one day we may find our-
selves saying, “Here’s my life, it’s yours.” That’s the sweet blossoming of a relation-
ship! “Getting it right”, as Peter did, is the beginning. Getting to know who Jesus
really is means walking as well as talking with him and a lifetime of pondering the
mystery.
